Draft Plan of Interim Odor Control Measures, (REV A:  5-5-2011)
(all work subject to weather)
May 2 Week
-     Public calls in odor complaints thru one call center. COA Operations investigates.
· Field measure inlet hatch for chemical dosing pipe for 66” siphon barrel.

· Finalize design of landscaping for siphon inlet hatch.

· Survey siphon outlet hatch for biofilter design.

May 9 Week
-     Finish hatch repair and install flange for chemical dosing pipe. 
· Complete biofilter design for siphon outlet hatch.

· Prepare subtask paperwork for landscaping blanket contract.

· Continue with odor control complaint investigation for baseline.
May 16 Week    -   
Install repaired hatch & chemical dosing pipe for NaOCl shock loading.
· Clean 24” air bleeder pipe in siphon.

· Install activated carbon manhole inserts in upstream manholes.

· Continue with odor control complaint investigation for baseline.

· Area cleared of City activity for landscape contractor to start.

May 23 Week   – 
Landscape contractor begins work on siphon inlet hatch landscaping.

· Start shock loading with NaOCl into siphon.*
· Change carbon on MH inserts as needed. 

May 30 Week   – 
Landscape contractor completes siphon inlet hatch landscaping.

· Landscape contractor completes siphon outlet hatch biofilter. **
Path Forward
-     Operations and Engineering investigate odor complaints and collect data.
· Continue with siphon outlet hatch construction if delayed by regulatory or property issues. 

· Operations keeps inlet and outlet siphon biofilters moist with water truck.

· Engineering & Operations evaluates biofilter and shock loading performance. Adjust interim odor control strategy based on historical performance.  

* Shock loading dose shall start with 4 gallons 12% NaOCl in the 66” barrel (use chemical dosing pipe) and same amount in 54” barrel (use 1st upstream MH). Dosing shall be performed by Georgia Certified Wastewater Operator. Dose shall take place between 4:30 am and 5:30 am (low flow period) on Tuesday and Friday. Increase dose quantity and frequency weekly if odors persist, after approval of RM Clayton WRC Plant Manager and City Engineer, up to 12 gallons per dose. During heavy rains and high flows, postpone dosing till flow goes back to normal dry weather flow.
** Subject to approval process with golf course operator and Parks Department.
